K=knit, P=purl
Use light weigh yarn and small needles. The cross will rest comfortably in a soldier’s
helmet.

Cast on 18 stitches.
Rows 1-5 knit across
Row 6 K3, P 12, K 3 (back side)
Row 7 K across

Row 8 K3, P5, K2, P5, K3
Row 9 K across

Row 10 Repeat Row 8 The Prayer for Protection

Row 11 K across The Light of God surrounds you.

gow g Eepeat Row 8 The Love of God enfolds you.
ROW 14 R acros; 2 The Power of God protects you
oW epeat Row The Presence of God watches over you.

Row 15 K across Wherever you are, God is...
Row 16 Repeat Row 8 And ALL is well

Row 17 K across

Row 18 Repeat Row 8

Row 19 K across

Row 20 K3, P2, K8, P2, K3 (Begins arms of cross)
Row 21 K across

Row 22 Repeat row 20 (Ends Arms)

Row 23 K across

Row 24 repeat Row 8

Row 25 K across Y
